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INTRODUCTION

Pursuant to Chapter 19.70 of the Azusa Municipal Ceode and the
California Surface Mining and Reclamation Act of 1975, Chapter 9,
public Resources Code, commencing with Section 2770, the City of
Azusa has required that all existing surface mining operators

submit for review a Final Land Use Reclamation Plan.

Barrett Consulting Group Inc. has prepared the accompanying
reclamation plan on behalf of Azusa Rock, Inc., a wholly owned
subsidiary of Kirst Construction Co., Inc., to comply with these
regulations. Azusa Rock, Inc. presently owns and operates a rock
guarry on approximately 270 acres of land in the foothills of the
san Gabriel Mountains adjacent to the San Gabriel River. The
quarry can produce approximately 1 million cubic yards per year
of crushed granitic rock sold as road base, rip-rap, crushed
rock, sand and fill. The quarry site was operated intermittently
during the first half of the century. It went into steady
production in 1954 and has been operated by Kirst Constructiocn
Co./Azusa Rock, Inc. since 1960. The quarry has a life
expectanéy of over 100 yéars and total estimated reserves of 8¢

million cubic yards. .

A reclamation plan has been developed. Major elements of the
plan include post operation grading to create soft contours that
will resemble natural topography and z%veg%taiién to re-establish
a biotiec community similar to that which existed prior to

initiation of quarrying operations.

The reclamation plan was designed in consideration of the
concerns of the City of Azusa. Where ©possible, . existing
topography will be employed as a natural barrier to screen
qua al impact of terraced

rrying activities and to reduce the visu;
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_gééitggﬁazgy§ a preliminary landscape plan has been provided.
The plan was designed to match existing plant species, to provide
for locatation of larger plant material near the stream area
where natural irrigation can be utilized and to furnish hydroseed
of a stable groundcover that will quickly reproduce and spread on
portions of the hillside. The use of xerophyhic plant material
was emphasized due to limited amounts of ts? soil and available

water.

The site is located within the General Manufacturing Zone (M-2)
which permits quarrying and rock crushing operations. It is also
within a redevelopment project area that is currently scheduled
for continuous industrial uses. The applicant has considered all
these issues in the design of the reclamation plan.

Additional conditions of approval were established that addressed
the issues of fencings air quality, access roads, waste material,
hours of operation and provisions for potential joint use and
maintenance of roads. Essentially, the operation has abided with’
all of these conditions.

In June of 1387, Azusa lock, inc. (Kirst Construction) was noti-
fied by the City of Azusa that a reclamation plan pursuant to
Chapter 13,70 Azusa --.Municipal Cod? and the California Surface
Mining and Reclamation Act of _~75 shall be submitted.

As encouraged by the City, Frank Basalton,- of the- Barrett
Consulting Group Inc., met with Daniel Watrous, Associate Planner
for the City of Jlzusa on September 3, 1387. The purpose of the
meeting was to avoid any conflict between the reclamation plan
and future land use policy of the City of Azusa. The primary
concerns pertained to dust and visual impacts.

Dust is an inevitable nuisance associated with quarry operations
and the applicant does have on-site access to water to mitigate
this impact. The primary visual «'-ects are the mountains, which
are also the object of removal mining purposes. Therefore,
the emphasis has been toi (1) remowve material out of view from
major population nodes and (2) recontour the post-mined areas to
match existing elevations and slopes.
